 Riders released for a MTB ride downhill to old Tallangatta on the rail trail 37.2km  

 Drivers drive to Junction B400 with C543 Omeo Hwy park in off-road layby north side  

 Riders ride on to Tallangatta, turn right at Mahers Rd visit Bonegilla Migrant Camp  

 Return to Trail and ride to pick-up point at Bunnings 246 Victoria Cross Parade 38km 

 Eric or another will drive to Wodonga and meet at Bunnings return drivers 43 km to cars
