Notes from Damien on the Stables: The Stables is situated on Golden Grove Road, just after Crouch Road T Junction coming from a southerly direction. At the roundabout, just after Crouch Road, turn into the carpark. 

On entering carpark turn immediately to your left and choose a parking spot on your left, along a bit.  (On the Western side of carpark). 

The shopping centre at The Stables has toilet, and good coffee facilities etc should you feel the need after your long drive. Just allow for our getaway at 10.00am 
Note: It is SARCC policy that for all scheduled SARCC Rides, if the Adelaide forecast maximum, as at 6.00 p.m. the evening before the ride is 35 degrees Celsius or over and/or the fire danger warning in the area of the ride is designated “Severe, Extreme, Catastrophic” the leader has the right to cancel the ride without notice.  Members interested in still riding should review the SARCC web site after 7pm the evening before the ride to determine if the ride has been cancelled, modified or will continue as scheduled.
